Membership is open to any eligible boy
regardless of religious affiliation.

Camping is fundamental to the Boy Scout
program.

Our
weekend campouts expose the Scouts to
different regions, natural resources and historic
locations. The troop’s youth leadership
chooses these destinations during an annual
planning meeting.

Troop 1377’s annual Summer Camp is a week
of fun, advancement and camaraderie at El
Rancho Cima Scout Camp in the Texas Hill
Country. New Scouts are part of our 15t Class
Emphasis Program and experienced Scouts
can focus on some of the many Merit Badges
offered by the camp.

High Adventure is a more exciting, rigorous
and challenging outing lasting 10-14 days. Our
previous adventures have included mountain
wilderness backpacking, canoeing, white-water
rafting, and Florida Sea Base.

In the first year, most new Scouts progress
through the 1st Class Rank. Fast paced and
interesting, the 1St Class Emphasis Program
provides most of the basic skills required in the
Boy Scouting program.

Once a Scout achieves the 15t Class Rank, he
will set his own pace exploring the many
opportunities to experience leadership and
provide service as he works towards achieving
his Star, Life, and Eagle Scout Ranks.

During its 30-year history, our troop has
produced more than 170 Eagle Scouts.

Any registered Boy Scout can earn any Merit
Badge at any time. You don't need to be a
specific rank to be eligible. Scouts must earn a
minimum of 21 Merit Badges (12 specific + 9
elective) for the rank of Eagle Scout.

Many parents choose to support our troop by
serving as Merit Badge Counselors.
